Leon Learning Trust and Governance
In October 2009 following a twelve month consultation and legislative set up period Leon moved from being an L.A. Community School through Foundation status to being a Foundation Trust – call The Leon Learning Trust.

The Trust has full legal responsibility/ownership of the land and assets of Leon School, The Governing Body remains the employing authority.

The benefit of being a Trust is that our legal trustees bring a wide range of skills and assets to the school, its management and resources.  Current Trustees represent: MK College; St. Paul’s School; John Lewis; MK Dons and Leon School.  The Trust is chaired independently by Mr. James Armstrong – it sends five elected representatives to the full governing body.
